BackupEDGE 02.03.01 introduces 
support for:

• SCO OpenServer 6 with 
Maintenance Pack 4

• Red Hat Enterprise Linux 5.3
• Novell openSUSE 11.1
If you have any of these platforms, 
or an older release that you have 
updated, it is mandatory that you 
install 02.03.01 and then re-make 
your disaster recovery media.

Fixes / Patches

Also included in BackupEDGE 
02.03.01:

• RecoverEDGE used a legacy 
SCSI command set on 
OpenServer 6 to communicate 
with tape drives. With 
Maintenance Pack 4 only the 
newer mode is supported. This 
necessitates the upgrade to 
02.03.01 when MP4 is installed. 
Remember to re-create your 
disaster recovery media.

• newer Linux udev 
implementations are supported.

• FTP error handling has been 
modified to support initialization 
on more edge-case FTP/FTPS 
servers.

• FTP URLs containing spaces are 
handled.

• Changing FTP/FTPS ports by 
defining the hostname as 
hostname:port is supported 
from the Resource definition 
screen.

Disk to Anything to Anything

BackupEDGE has been at the 
forefront of D2D, i.e. disk-to-disk, 
backups. In fact, we’ve allowed 
D2*, or disk-to-anything, backups 
to just about any medium you 
could imagine, including...

• Tape drives
• Removable disk / flash drives
• CD writers
• DVD writers
• Iomega REV drives
• FTP/FTPS servers
• Amazon AWS
Now we’re in public beta on a new 
feature allowing D2*2*, or disk to 
anything to anything, support.

We see a LOT of uses for this 
feature, including...

• Perform a very fast backup to a 
disk partition (FSP Resource), 
then copy the archive to tape for 
off-site backups. This reduces 
the backup window.

• Backup to a local FTP server, 
then send it to a remote FTP site 
or Amazon Web Services as 
necessary, again solving the 
requirement for off-site backups 
with a minimal backup window.

• Copy tape archives to FTP 
servers.

• Copy FTP archives to DVD or REV 
drives as time permits.

You get the idea. To accomplish 
this, BackupEDGE re-segments the 
archive automatically. For instance, 
it can take a multi-segment FTP 
archive and transfer it to a single 
segment tape, DVD, etc.

Transferring a tape backup to an 
FTP server would reverse the 

process, creating segments as 
necessary.

The edge.transfer beta is now 
downloadable at the following URL:

This tool is currently available from 
the command line only. The FTP 
folder contains a README, an 
example shell script, and 
distributions for each supported 
operating system.

Download it, try it, and give us 
your feedback and suggestions for 
improvements. We’re looking at 
ways to fully integrate this feature 
into our next generation products.
